The government also support the solar sector by exempt duties and VAT, which is similar to subsidies for

solar in Ghana. Firstly, all imported solar panels into Ghana are VAT free. As for import duty,

industrial/energy plant, machinery or equipment have an exempt. And lastly, all off-grid solar system

components benefit from VAT exemptions.
